30 homes weatherized in the Town of Islip each year. Significant 
additional funds for weatherization have recently been approved 
by Congress in the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 

2009. It is likely that CDC and other organizations will increase 
weatherization work on houses in the Town of Islip with these funds. 

 
b. Key Span Energy Home Heating Program will provide discounted 

natural gas heating equipment for homeowners converting from oil 

(does not include labor). Low interest loan financing, based upon 
anticipated savings, may also be available. 

 

3. Expand Owner Occupied Housing Opportunities for Very Low and Other Low 
Income Homebuyers  

 
a. Habitat for Humanity of Suffolk ($240,000 - 3 units).  Approximately 

three new homes are constructed by Habitat volunteers in the 

Town of Islip each year.  Land for these houses is donated by the 
Town of Islip and Suffolk County. 

 
b. Central Islip Civic Council, Inc. ($400,000 - 2 units).  New 

construction of homes for sale to first time homebuyers, subsidized 

at $50,000 each by the CDA using HOME funds. Two homes are 
likely to be constructed in the program year. 

 
c.  New York State Affordable Housing Program ($500,000 - 20 units).  

Funding is anticipated from the NYS Housing Finance Agency for 
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Long Island Housing Partnership to subsidize twenty (20) units of 
scattered site affordable housing for homeownership.  This project is 

also being assisted with Town of Islip HOME Program funds for 
eleven (11) of the units, and will receive $1.5 million in subsidies from 

Suffolk County as well. 
 
d. Neighborhood Stabilization Program Funds which were allocated 

to the Town of Islip as an increase to the 2008 Annual Plan, will 
produce several additional units of affordable housing for first time 

homeowners during the 2010 Program Year.

GEOGRAPHIC DISTRIBUTION 

 
The locations of all proposed activities are enumerated in the "Listing of Proposed 

Projects."  For a description of the rationale for location of activities, please refer to 
Sections three and four of the 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan.  Maps of a few of the 

project target areas follow the project description pages.  Please note that the vast 
majority of program funding is allocated toward activities in Bay Shore, Brentwood and 
Central Islip.  It is in these communities that the Town of Islip has been implementing 

coordinated multi-year revitalization efforts and where the need has been greatest.  
The HOPWA program is an exception to this policy, wherein funds are distributed 

throughout Nassau and Suffolk Counties as evenly as possible. 
 
ALLOCATION PRIORITIES AND LOW/MOD BENEFIT 

 
The Town’s Consolidated Plan for 2010 to 2014 contains a lengthy analysis of 
demographics, including a list of the areas in the Town with the highest concentrations 

of low income persons.  It also presents a comprehensive strategy toward addressing 
these needs, and identified gaps in the “institutional structure.” 

 
All projects proposed in this annual plan go toward addressing the eight priority needs 
that were identified, and the geographic location for each project is listed in Table 

Three (as well as supplemental maps included after target area projects).  Under the 
CDBG Program, it is anticipated that more than 75% of the funds will be spent within low 

income target areas, and 100% of the funds will go to projects benefiting low and 
moderate income families or individuals.  HOME and ESG program funds are 
anticipated to be spent largely within target areas (with the exception of a few 

downpayment assistance and affordable housing/acquisition/rehabilitation jobs), and 
all funds will benefit low and moderate income families and individuals, but shelters 

may be located anywhere on Long Island.  
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HOMELESS AND SPECIAL NEEDS ACTIVITIES 

 

Under the Emergency Solutions Grant, the CDA will assist a local non-profit in providing 
transitional or permanent housing to families with children.  The essential services 

component of this grant will provide counseling to help formerly homeless families make 
the transition to permanent housing and independent living.  The CDA also provides 
partial funding to Mercy Haven for their REAP program which provides life skills and 
Aempowerment@ to homeless individuals in their shelters.  Under CDA public services, the 

CDA provides partial funding for Suburban Children, Inc. which provides tutoring, 
counseling and intervention for children and families in their homeless housing units.  
Please see Table 1C for a summary of homeless activities. 

 
Chronic Homelessness   

 
The Town of Islip CDA participates in the Suffolk County Continuum of Care Group 
(CoC), and reviews all applications for the annual HUD Super Notice of Funding 

Availability for consistency with the Consolidate Plan.   
 

Please see Section four (Strategic Plan for Housing and Community Development) for 
details from the Suffolk County CoC’s Chronic Homelessness Strategy. 
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OTHER ACTIONS TO BE UNDERTAKEN IN PROGRAM YEAR,  

INCLUDING PUBLIC HOUSING  

 
The strengths of the Town of Islip's housing and community development system were 

highlighted throughout this 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan, and a specific discussion of 
strengths and gaps of the service delivery within the Town can be found in Section One 
- Introduction and Structure.  Certain gaps in the system have been identified, and 

during this program year, the following steps will be taken to address those gaps in 
services: 

 
1. In order to improve housing for physically disabled adults, continuing efforts will 

be made to advertise the availability of programs which address handicapped 

accessibility.  Advertising typically occurs at least once a month in both English 
and Spanish. 

 

2. Affordable Housing will be increased by working with the Town of Islip and Suffolk 
County Planning Departments and other organizations to find suitable building 

lots and vacant houses for construction or reconstruction by the Town or other 
agencies and developers.  In addition, the Islip Housing Authority has a Section 
Eight home ownership. Furthermore, Suffolk County and Long Island Housing 

Partnership have multiple grants from New York State to supplement the funding 
under the Town’s HOME funded Employer Assisted Housing Program. Between 

HOME, New York State and Employer Contributions, first-time homebuyers can 
obtain up to $92,000 in total assistance including up to $35,000 for rehabilitation.  

 

3. The Community Development Agency will continue the following actions dealing 
with Lead Based Paint: 

 
a. Provide information to clients on lead hazards, testing and removal. 

 

b. Direct inquiries regarding education programs to Suffolk County 
Department of Health Services, Division of Patient Care and Public Health. 

 

c. Attend conferences and workshops on lead-based paint abatement. 
 

d. Arrange for independent testing of suspect homes being renovated under 
 our various housing programs. 

 

e. Provide lead-based paint abatement through rehabilitation programs. 
 

 
4. In an effort to reduce the number of families with incomes below poverty level, 

the Town of Islip will continue implementation of the strategies discussed in 

Priority Needs 1 through 3 in Section Four - Five Year Strategic Plan.  The Suffolk 
County Labor Department has primary responsibility for federal Workforce 
Investment Act implementation within the Town of Islip.  They run a Aone stop 
shopping@ program for employers and employees, and provide both workforce 

readiness training and training to meet specific needs of employers.  The CDA 
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assists by gearing public service grants toward mentoring and tutoring very low 
and low income children.  We believe that education and job training is the key 

to reducing poverty as these children grow up and enter the work force. 
 

5. Concerning the reduction of barriers to affordable housing, the CDA will 
continue to work with the Planning Department on zoning and site selection 
issues.  Plans are underway for 40 units of mixed income housing in Bay Shore.  

Habitat for Humanity and other non-profit agencies are also expected to 
construct at least five scattered site houses in the Town each year.  HOPWA 

funding is providing affordable rental units for individuals and families afflicted 
with HIV/AIDS.  HOME funds will continue to be used for affordable housing for 
first time homebuyers. 

 
6. The only housing authority in Islip is the Town of Islip Housing Authority.  The 

proposed activities to meet their identified needs are detailed in the Annual   

Plan. 
 

Islip Housing Authority is not a “troubled housing agency.”  It is considered “high 
performing.” 

 

 Public Housing Improvements and Resident Initiatives will include basic 
maintenance, repairs and upgrading of their public housing properties.  Many of 

these are ongoing tasks required each year.  Please see the following list:

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SPECIFIC HOME SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

 

 

Resale Provisions 

 

The Town will ensure the affordability of units acquired with HOME funds by first 

subtracting the subsidized sales price of the house from the fair market value and 

then securing this amount with a 0% second mortgage which will be deferred 

until the home is sold or otherwise transferred, (see below).  At the time of transfer 

the recaptured subsidy will be deposited back into the HOME trust fund.  These 

recaptured funds will be recycled for additional affordable housing. 

 

The second mortgage will be placed as a permanent deferred mortgage, 

repayable when the home is sold, title is otherwise transferred, or the first 

mortgage is refinanced for a larger amount. 

 

The Town may allow a new second mortgage to be assumed by a second 

purchaser if they meet the HOME Program's low income guidelines. 

 

Tenant-Based Rental Assistance 

 

The Town does not anticipate having tenant-based rental assistance under the 

HOME Program at this time. 

 

Other Forms of Investment 

 

The Town does not anticipate using any other forms of investment under the 

HOME Program at this time. 

 

Affirmative Marketing 

 

In accordance with Section 92.350 and 92.351 of HOME regulations, the Town will 

follow its policy of non-discrimination and equal opportunity in housing and in 

advancing the participation of minority and women-owned businesses in our 

program activities.   

 

At least once per year, the CDA advertises in the Town's local papers, 

specifically, for minority and women-owned contractors to add to our list of pre-

approved bidders.  The local chapter of the NAACP and Adelante, are also 

advised to refer minority contractors to the CDA. 

 

When notifying the public of HOME Programs, we utilize regional newspapers 

(Newsday) and local papers which are delivered free to households in our low-

income areas.   
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Churches and other groups which have direct community contact with those 

least likely to apply on their own are notified by mailings of ongoing programs 

and new HOME projects, or asked to distribute program brochures. 

 

These affirmative marketing activities will be assessed annually in order to 

ascertain their success in reaching our targeted population.  If necessary, the 

plan will be amended. 

 

By supporting such groups as Adelante, Family Service League and United Way 

which offer job training and job seeking skills to minority youths, and by 

encouraging our general contractors to utilize minority sub-contractors whenever 

possible, the Town is also creating opportunities for minority and women-owned 

business to participate in our activities. 

 

 SPECIFIC EMERGENCY SOLUTIONS GRANT SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

 

Every Emergency Shelter Grant that the Town has received to date has been 

awarded to Suburban Housing Development and Research, Inc.  They have 

more than 60 homes throughout Suffolk County which they use for transitional 

and permanent homeless families.  Other not-for-profit agencies operating in the 

Town of Islip are also proficient in providing services to the homeless at risk 

populations, and may be called upon to assist in the implementation of the 

modified and renamed Emergency Solutions Grant for 2010.  

 

SPECIFIC HOPWA SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS 

 

The Long Island region continues to have the highest number of cumulative 

cases of AIDS among all suburban metropolitan statistical areas.  As of February 

2010, there were more than 5,700 residents of Nassau and Suffolk Counties living 

with AIDS. 

 

This region is the recipient of funding through Ryan White Titles I and II as well as 

through ADAP, ADAP+ and Homecare programs offered through New York State 

AIDS Institute.  Title I funds, approximately $5.0 million annually, are distributed 

among HIV/AIDS agencies primarily for medical reimbursement costs and links 

their clients to all necessary services including, case management, primary care, 

housing, counseling and entitlements.  None of these funds are used for the 

creation of housing. 

 

Working with United Way of Long Island as our sponsor, and with the 44 member 

Nassau-Suffolk HIV/AIDS Planning Council, the Town has conducted a needs 

assessment of housing and support services for Long Island.  Together, we have 

determined that while funding for services is also not adequate to the need, the 

lack of actual housing is a problem that cannot be addressed with the available 

funds.  Recent surveys and public hearings targeting HIV infected individuals 
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have indicated that housing and transportation are the two most frequently 

cited problems for this population.  

 

It was decided, therefore, that the HOPWA funds in Nassau/Suffolk counties 

would be used only for "bricks and mortar", and that agencies accepted for 

funding would link their clients to services provided with other sources of funding.  

At a March 24, 2010, meeting of the Nassau-Suffolk HIV/AIDS Planning Council, 

this policy was reaffirmed.  

 

United Way of Long Island places an ad in Newsday (Long Island=s largest 

newspaper) announcing each RFP and sends applications to every member of 

the Nassau-Suffolk HIV/AIDS Planning Council and the Nassau-Suffolk HIV Care 

Network, including “grassroots faith-based” organizations. This outreach includes 

all of Long Island, not just the Town of Islip.  It is our intention, if at all possible, to 

locate our projects in municipalities not recently assisted with earlier funds and in 

communities not already highly impacted by other special needs housing.  Any 

organizations that approach the Town of Islip regarding HOPWA will be referred 

to United Way and the United Way web site where a copy of the current RFP’s 

are posted. 
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CERTIFICATIONS 
 

In accordance with the applicable statutes and the regulations governing the 

consolidated plan regulations, the jurisdiction certifies that:

1.  No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf 

of it, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or 

employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of 
Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the 

awarding of any Federal contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making 
of any Federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the 
extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal 

contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement;  
 
2. If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be 

paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or 
employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of

         A. Lobbying Certification  

 

This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was 
placed when this transaction was made or entered into.

Any person who fails to file the required 
certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not
