Based on tB@0B006
estimated Town population, over one third (35%) of the population earns less than 80% (low to
moderate income) of tharea median income. In addition, the population classified as minority
increased from 28% of the population in the 2000 census to approximately 38% of the
population.

Housing Needs

The Town of Islip is a walkveloped community located in a high castburban area, where
there are limited affordable housing opportunities for low income families. According to the
20062008 ACS, the median monthly housing costs for renters is $1,435 and 59% of renters in
Islip spend 30% or more of household income onging. Approximately 25% of renters in Islip
spend 50% or more of household income on housing.

The median value of ownerccupied units in the Town of Islip was $417,400 in 2008. Suffolk
County had a median value of $442,600 during the same period of time. According to
Trulia.com, a real estate search site, the average listing price of a housing uslip was
$500,870 for the week ending March 3, 2010, and the median sales price from December 2009
to February 2010 was $439,576. At these market rates, most of the units are beyond the reach
of low income families.

Temporary emergency housingrfhomeless families seems to be adequate, but transitional
and permanent affordable housing is needed. A shortage of Federal Housing Choice Vouchers
and insufficient Shelter Allowance for social service recipients are contributing factors to this
problem

Housing Strategies

The Town of Islip haslentified eight priorities having to do with housing and community

needs, and has many programs to address its identified housing needs. More than half of the

Direct Sale programs. The Emergency Sheheant provides rental housing to homeless

families as do certain projects within the CDBG and HOME Programs. HOPWA, threugh sub
recipient housing agencies, provides rental housing for those afflicted with AIDS.

Approximately $550,000 or, one quarterf dhe CDBG budget is allocated to housing
rehabilitation for low and moderate income homeowners.

Community Development Strategies

On the community development side, pqximately fourteen percent (¥4) of the CDBG
budget is allocated to public serviggograms designed to break the cycle of poverty. Most
public service funds are awarded to agencies that serve low and moderate income youths, with
the remainder going to those serving special needs or illiterate adults.

Another ten percent (10%) is allted to community improvement such as storefront
NBYySglfaz O2RS SyF2NOSYSyd |yR LlzotAO g2N]aod
struggling downtown areas.

Evaluation of Past Performance

In general, the Town of Islip continues to make significginitles in addressing each of the
needs identified in the Consolidated Plan. Every single project and every penny of grant funds
expended have been designated to address the identified needs. The following is a brief
summary of the accomplishments thatere reported in the Septemberd2 2010Consolidated
Annual Performance and Evaluation Report:
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Decent Housing

Under the Rent with Option to Buy Program (RWOB), the CDA entered into three new
contracts with families who had been selected in the May 22)920ottery and two
more contracts were entered into just after the close of the program year.

Under the Direct Sale Program, the CDA deeded three affordable homes to first time
homebuyers, and entered into contracts of sale with three more, which clafted the
end of the program year.

The CDA purchased three additional dilapidated homes for rehabilitation and sale as
affordable housing under either the RWOB or Direct Sale Programs.

Habitat for Humanity of Suffolk had a number of houses under coocstm for
occupancy by low income first time homebuyers; two homes were completed and
occupied during the program year.

Long Island Housing Partnership (LIHP) had work underway on two scattered site
affordable housing units, on land donated by the Cxe was completed before the
end of 2010, and the other is still under construction.

LIHP moved ahead with the environmental clegn design, grant and financing work
required for the construction of 40 mixed income townhouses in Bay Shore. The lottery
was held in July. Construction is expected to begin in spring of 2011.

The CDA transferred vacant land to LIHP in Brentwood for the development of 11 units
of affordable housing in 2008. The developer has been selected, and plans and
approvals are in ucess. A construction start date has not yet been set.

The CDA is working with United Way of Long Island to implement a Youth Build
Program, training young adults in the construction field, and obtaining GED Degrees.
They completed their first extremebnergy efficient home in Brentwood for a first time
homebuyer just after the close of the program year. Four more homes are planned for
the Youth Build Program over the next two years.

Three families were assisted in becoming first time homebuyers witkingayment
assistance under the Employer Assisted Housing Program.

In a previous year, the CDA deeded three parcels of vacant land in Central Islip to the
Central Islip Civic Council, one of which was subdivided, to allow for the construction of
four additional homes for first time homebuyers. Two homes were completed prior to
the program year, and the other two were completed after the close of the program
year.
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CDA staff coordinated the renovation and removal of code violations of 13 owner
occupied homeand provided handicap ramps for two other low income homeowners.

CDA partners with United Way of Long Island and-mafit special needs housing
providers (primarily Options for Community Living and Catholic Charities) to produce
housing for persons wit AIDS and their families throughout all of Nassau and Suffolk
Counties. Twelve new units were underway in the reporting period. In total, there are
approximately 132 people currently in the program, occupying 47 dwelling units.

The CDA previously asgidtHabitat for Humanity in purchasing a tamily house in

Bay Shore to be used as affordable rental housing for families who are preparing to
become homeowners. This house is continuing to function as a homeownership
incubator, providing stability anddmeownership skills to its tenants.

In order to address the foreclosure crisis, Neighborhood Stabilization funds have been
used by the CDA to acquire ten homes, and to assist Habitat for Humanity in acquiring
three homes and Community Development Corpamatof Long Island in acquiring two
homes. All are located in the target areas of Bay Shore, Brentwood and Central Islip,
and are currently being renovated. In total, $3.7 million will be used for the acquisition
and renovation of these homes.

Sustainalility of Living Environment

The CDA provided public service grants to 15 -pafit organizations, who
implemented programs serving approximately 3,300 youths and 1,400 adults.

CDA staff completed 17 commercial sign and storefront improvement projedtsein
Bay Shore, Brentwood and Central Islip target areas.

CDBGER funds in the amount of $550,000 were used to repair and repave several streets
in the Lowell Avenue neighborhood.

A Homeless Prevention and Rapid-HReising program (HPRP) was established i
partnership with the Town of Babylon and Suffolk County to assist people threatened
with homeless due to the current severe recession. Family Service League is assisting to
keep families in their apartments whenever possible and helping literally hasele
families to find housing.

Economic Opportunity

The Applied Technology Center (business incubator) in Bay Shore, run by Long Island
Forum for Technology is fully occupied, and has been running for more than five years
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without further grant assistance. After the end of the program year, LIFT moved into a
new incubator at the former Grumman Bethpage facility. CDA is nhow managing the
facility directly.
